The Early Childhood Educator is responsible for planning and implementing developmentally appropriate programs for young children in a safe and nurturing environment. The educator supports children’s social, emotional, physical, and cognitive development through play-based learning, guided activities, and positive interactions.

Key responsibilities include supervising children at all times, ensuring their health and safety, and maintaining a clean and organized classroom environment. The educator observes and documents children’s progress, communicates effectively with families and team members, and collaborates with staff to create engaging daily curriculum and co-curriculum activities.

The educator follows all licensing regulations, center policies, and the BC Early Learning Framework. They demonstrate professionalism, patience, and strong communication skills while fostering a respectful and inclusive environment for all children.
